1. Going to
2. As you go

What do we do when we meet them?
1. Going to people

● Smile
● Introduce yourself & those you’re with
● Share that you’re neighbors and are “out caring for the community/neighborhood and

wanted to see if there’s anything you or your family needs that we could pray and ask
God to help with?”

● YES → ask for their name, pray short prayer
● NO → Everything good? Great! Ask if we can pray thanking God and for continual

blessing.
○ YES → ask for their name, pray short prayer
○ NO → “Thanks, and have a great day!”

● Before I go, I would love to share a story with you from the Bible that’s given me a lot of
hope. Is there a good time for me to come back and share that story with you? (Yes)
What days are usually good for you? Time frame?

2. As you go about daily life (helping people think differently about daily interactions)
● Circumstances (How’s it going?)

○ For Ladies
■ Feelings (How is that making you feel?)
■ Needs (Are there any needs you have I can help with?)
■ Prayer (Can I pray for you?)

○ For Guys
■ Impact (How is that impacting you?)
■ Help (How can I help?)
■ Prayer (Can I pray for you?)

● Be authentic!
● Be yourself - should feel natural
● Everything good? Pray thanking God and for continual blessing.
● Can we get together sometime? I’d love to share a story with you that’s given us a lot of

hope. (Yes) When are you available?
○ *Bonus points if you have a story that applies to their felt need!
